As I was thinking about an article for the June Newsletter, it was announced on the News that the route of the Olympic flame for the 2012 Olympic Games had been published.  





From 19th May until the 27th of July 2012, when the Games open, the flame, lit from the rays of the sun at Mount Olympus in Greece, will tour the country, from Land’s End all through the country, to Northern Ireland and the Northern Isles, then back to London.
